<EliHunt> Yes, thank you Canzoneet. So allow us to go one phrase at a time.

<Bookmore> EliHunt: I believe a lot of the meaning is going to change as phrases will be adjusted together. Context might change things a lot.

<Canzonett> whom we lost to Theo for some time, but who might have a special role to fulfill ...

<@lehall> I thought it might refer to an athlete who wanted to stay behind, and someone else taking their place

* Bookmore nods in agreement with Laura.

<Canzonett> Or could it be James?

<EliHunt> Sparta, I think it is clear that "five and one athletes" refers to six athletes, who must perform a task, as the code says...

<Tenchizard> Maybe... maybe the final labyrinth is not to be run by Six... maybe One person must stay

<AUZ505> but how should the ring "know" the story with Markus. The ring is much older

<@mrjudkins[w]> Oh... or perhaps one runner and five walls?

<Shad0> @Canzonett: Except that James isn't an Olympian athlete.

<Canzonett> It's a prophecy, AUZ

<EliHunt> But why "five and one"? Why not "six"? This is our first task, to understand this way of describing the six athletes.

<Nighthawk> Whoa. What just happened to the video? Everything turned bright white.
