Charleston Encounter Report

The Objective was traced to Charleston at about 1530 Zulu today. Further analysis narrowed the search to the James Island area. This was fortunate as there are only three ways off of the island. Unfortunately we missed the subject again. An automobile which the Objective had been using was subsequently found. Questioning revealed that the auto had been purchased from the Objective early this morning. The buyer, one Roger Goodrich, paid cash, and is now being held by Charleston police on unrelated drug charges. It is clear that he knew nothing about the Objective, merely calling him a ‘foreigner that don’t speak English good.’ He last saw the Objective boarding a city bus. 
Despite our efforts to pinpoint the location of the Objective, current methods are still too imprecise to give detailed locations. As we cordoned off the James Island area the detection team could only report that the ‘signal’ was fading. Despite efforts to spread out from the James Island and Charleston area the detection team could not get a stronger signal. Their best guess is that he left by boat, which means we are back at square one.
