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Introduction

The primary problem with doing a threat assessment for this situation is that what we don’t know far eclipses what we do. This encourages caution to a degree that may be extreme. For purpose of this report I will divide potential threats into three categories, military, cultural and other.
Military Risk


Every indication leads science teams to postulate some sort of nuclear powered drive, in all likelihood a fusion  pumped laser coupled with a ram scoop to fuel and protect the craft. For a laser to provide the propulsion necessary for even a small craft it would have to be very efficient and far beyond what we are capable of. The fact that they were able to detect fairly low powered signals from a considerable distance implies a space based technology at least as advanced as our own and probably more advanced. It is possible that they are more centered on SETI research than we are. If our SETI research was a primary emphasis it is possible that we could achieve equivalent results. In any case, all information indicates that the present visitors arrived in a small interstellar craft which is never the less of a technology significantly advanced of our own. The laser propulsion system could conceivably be used as a weapon to devastating effect. Further the electo-magnetic disturbance which the ram scoop could generate could virtually cripple communication. The landing craft has still not been found despite best efforts. Neither was the approach of the interstellar vehicle detected. Both point to a stealthing technology that we can only dream of. The implications of this should be obvious.

Cultural Risk 

Given that the visitors’ intentions are benign they still pose a significant risk for social, political and economic disruption, to name but three. Even if no technology was obtained, the expectation of new technologies coming on the scene could be disastrous for existing industry. The social impact is impossible to determine, but widespread civil disturbance is not out of the question. We tend to fear the unknown and the visitors represent the ultimate unknown other. They make racial genocide look like a family spat. Best analysis indicates that even the best spin would do little to minimize the effects. I will point out that it is actually impossible to do any realistic estimates, but the cargo cults of Micronesia may serve as a model. It is also safe to point out that whenever societies of vastly different technological ability have met it has inevitably proved problematic for the lower technology culture. In this case, that’s us.

Other

On a personal scale the brothers’ psychic abilities, if that is what they are, may prove difficult to contain or hide. If they were to become public knowledge, and there is little chance of this not happening, it would create fear of ‘mind control’ and similar powers, though there is no reason to suspect that the brothers’ powers in any way resemble this. If nothing else, their safety would be gravely endangered. It is imperative that no harm come to our visitors simply because we don’t know what their culture, or they themselves, are capable of.
