<wabonan> is the book a person? 

<Israfel> It seems so, yes 

<AUZ505> the first one (same distance to all points) is near "Sulby Reservoir" 

<bluesylvia> Apparently the "second highest hill" (North Barrule) is in Maughold as well. 

<AbieTheTime> but the location of their chapterhouses is known to me, but they are not near the triangle or the points 

<wabonan> could that be where they keep the book? 

<AUZ505> All locations are on a street. Is this important? 

<Israfel> So the points make likely hiding spots for someone evading TEDO? 

<AbieTheTime> I am not sure 

<AbieTheTime> @ AUZ I am not sure 

<caffiend> did imiss much i was eating 

<AUZ505> "In this case it is not the location, 

<AUZ505> Instead, the higher designation. 

<AUZ505> A  simple message is then seen, "
