Things to Do and See – Part 1

In Vienna
In Vienna, be sure to learn about the Hapsburg dynasties, their enormous Empire, and how it affected all of Europe. There are good sightseeing tours in Vienna, so that is a good way to see the sights and learn the history. Also worth visiting:

· The Anchor Clock was built between 1911 and 1917 after the plans of the painter Franz von Matsch. It is situated on the oldest square of Vienna and represents a typical Art Nouveau design.

· The Burgtheater (National Theater) is situated in the first district. In 1741 Empress Maria Theresia handed an unused dance-house over to the theatre-company Sellier. Since then, this building was used as a theatre.

· Haas House is one of the most exciting buildings in Vienna and the city's pride. Images of St. Stephen's Cathedral reflected by the straight glass facade of Haas House are a popular motif.

· The Schőnbrunn Palace with its surrounding buildings and the huge park is one of the most significant cultural monuments in Austria. It was generally used as the summer residence of the Habsburg rulers.

· Franciskanska cerkev (a Francisscan church) from 1646

· The town hall (Rotov)

· The Robba Fountain 
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In Zagreb
From Slovenia you are headed to Croatia and its capital, Zagreb. Zagreb is divided into a lower and upper town; be sure to see them both. Zagreb also boasts a majestic Cathedral, the Archbishop's Palace, St. Mark's Church, and a wonderful Opera House. Zagreb has a great cultural tradition and also has many museums and art galleries. Also worth visiting:

· The Mestroic Studio is the former home of a famous Croatian artist and features an extensive collection of sculpture and drawings.

· The Stone Gate is at the intersection of Kamenita and Radiceva and is the best preserved part of the old town's fortifications. It includes a 14th century chapel.
 
In Budapest
Across the border from Croatia is Hungary by way of beautiful Lake Balaton. Not many foreigners know that Budapest is actually made up of twin towns, Buda and Pest. Be sure to sample the great Hungarian food while catching the local sights, such as the stunning views from the Fishermen's Bastion over the Danube River. Try to also visit the Great Synagogue and the Heroes' Square. Also worth visiting:

· The Statue Park is a collection of the Soviet/Communist statues that once were spread around Budapest.
