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Introduction

The purpose of this memo is to report preliminary research findings concerning the test of a potential area-denial weapon witnessed by SAVER operatives near Little Rock, Arkansas on December 27th, 2010.
Conclusions
Redwing blackbirds could have easily traveled the distance from Little Rock, AR to Beebe, AR, in 7 days.  Birds of that species typically travel 12 to 48 miles daily in order to find fresh feeding grounds. 
Several apocalyptic groups currently possess the financial and technological capabilities to manufacture such a device, most notably Aleph (formerly known as Aum Shinrikyo), the Raëlists, and El Templo de la Santa Muerte (a subset of the Cartel de Gulfo and Medellin drug cartels) .  Positive identification of the group involved remains a matter of speculation without further information.
It is not necessary to assume that the birds killed by the device at Little Rock are related to the birds later found at Beebe; mass avian deaths such as those described are well documented as part of naturally occurring morbidity and mortality patterns.
If there is evidence to believe that reanimation is occurring, defense against such entities is dependent upon the method used to accomplish such resuscitation.  In general, conventional weaponry seems to provide an adequate, though sometimes temporary, defense.
Details

Redwing Blackbird Movement Patterns
Typical movement patterns for Redwing Blackbirds (Agelaius phoeniceus) are well established. Flocks of redwings have been observed feeding in areas of up to 48 miles away from their nesting grounds
.  Greater distances are traveled during migrations (although redwings found in the southern United States are typically non-migratory)
.
Apocalyptic Groups
Aleph (formerly known as Aum Shinrikyo) 
The terrorist group currently known as Aleph adheres to the controversial Buddhist doctrine of pao,  which states that under certain circumstances, murder can spiritually elevate both victim and murderer.
  The group's size, while difficult to estimate, would seem to include at least 2,000 members in Japan and may total as high as 9,000 members worldwide.
  Although the group's total net worth is unknown, it has been ascertained that they are the sole sponsors of several technologically advanced weapons research and development projects both in Japan and Russia.  Exact details of those projects are unknown, although they are known to involve both biologic weapons and high-energy particle weapons.
 Additionally, the splinter group known as Hikari no Wa has displayed a high level of interest in Taoist alchemy.
  Thus, Aleph would seem to have both adequate resources and motivation to construct such a device, although their motivation for making said device available to an outside agency is unclear.
The Raëlian Movement
Although ostensibly non-violent, the Raëlian Movement has been implicated in international arms movements and drug trafficking. 
 Their support of human cloning and the development of the requisite technology is well documented. 
 As of 2006, self-reported membership in the Raelian movement is approximately 65,000 but even conservative estimates place their membership at approximately 55,000.
  Annual income is estimated to be 6.8 million USD.
  Thus, there is sufficient membership and financial power to have developed the device in question, although the motivation in making such a device available to any other organization is unclear.

 El Templo de la Santa Muerte
In recent years, an alliance between the drug cartels of Cartel de Gulfo and Medellin has cloaked itself in the form of a religious cult, El Templo de la Santa Muerte.
  Although denounced by the Roman Catholic church as a modern descendant of the pagan pre-Columbian religions of Central and South America, devotees of Santa Muerte (Saint Death or Holy Death) continue to grow in number, and can be found as far south as Rio Gallegos, Argentina and as far north as Toronto, Canada.
  Current estimates place the number of devotees of Santa Muerte at upwards of 2 million, although membership in the organization known as El Templo could be as high as 200,000.
 It is difficult to estimate the net worth of such a nebulous organization, however, Forbes magazine estimated the net worth of Joaquin “El Chapo” Guzman, leader of the Gulf Cartel, at 1 billion dollars in 2010.
  Note:  An anonymous undercover agent of the Drug Enforcement Administration reported that he had personally witnessed the reanimation of 'hundreds of crows' at a ritual conducted by priests of El Templo in February of 2010.
 The account was largely dismissed as a hallucination caused by smoking a preparation of Salvia divinorum, which the agent stated was a sacrament required by all who were in attendance at the ritual.
Avian Deaths

It is not necessary to assume that the blackbirds killed by the device are linked to the birds found in Beebe, Arkansas.  Such mass deaths are relatively common in nature, and are frequently documented.
  However, in conjunction with the statement from the DEA report referenced above, this researcher is forced to conclude that such a link may be possible.
Reanimation

If there is sufficient evidence to suggest that the birds in question were reanimated through some unknown process, a defense against such entities would depend on the nature of that process. 
In 1989, Dr. Jose Manuel Rodriguez Delgado using 'brainchip' technology, reanimated/resuscitated a recently deceased human corpse, which had been kept 'alive' using mechanical means after brain-death had occurred.
  The microchips had been implanted before actual death, which makes it unlikely that such a technique had been used in the 'Black Rain' incident.  Entities reanimated through such a process would be vulnerable to electromagnetic pulse (EMP) weapons as well as conventional ordinance.
Similar results were obtained in 2002 in Project Z using the Z1 virus, a project spearheaded by Dr. Abby Panpanai.
  The reanimates created in such a fashion are subject to conventional ordinance as well as anti-viral drugs, although the administration of such drugs is problematic given that the reanimates present no systemic circulation.
 
Reports of reanimates were not unheard of in the Medieval and Renaissance paradigm,
 and were widely believed to be the result of necromancy and or daemonic activity.  Paracelsus, John Dee, and a number of innominate authors
, have left ample instructions on defending against such animations through the use of Gemantric and/or Enochian techniques.
 The works of Johann Conrad Dippel provide inadequate details of the construction of reanimates (which he refers to as 'Prometheans'), but does provide ample details of their destruction (albeit impermanent) through conventional means.
  The Malleus Malifcarum also suggests several religious lines of defense, and conventional weaponry is effective, although often not a permanent solution.
 
African sages
, as well as some practitioners' of the syncretic Caribbean arts
, provide instruction for the creation and destruction of revenants of various classifications.  The vast majority of these techniques, however, are passed down only by oral tradition and teaching; few written documents give any significant amount of detail.
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
