There are seven newly appointed guardians: KB, QS, LM, JN, PB, KK and SK. Intueor is the always considered the final guardian.

Working out, recognising, creating, piecing together, playing, singing and asking were the ways of gaining a new guardianship. Intueor did not have to complete a task.

All scrolls were numbered and handed out in order of task completion. Intueor holds scroll 12.

All guardians either live ‘in London’ or ‘outside London’. Intueor does not live in London.

Apart from the Crock and Dish treasures [which are united together with one scroll of guardianship] each scroll is for one guardianship only.

Intueor holds the scroll for the Horn.

No one holds three or more scrolls.

The two London based guardians own three scrolls between them.

Apart from Intueor, only three guardians have one scroll each. None of them was able to recognise images.

No guardian with a ‘K’ in their name was creative.

LM’s two scrolls were awarded after KB’s but before KK’s.

QS and PB’s scrolls are even numbers.

The keeper of the Mantle guardianship also holds the Hamper guardianship.

Both guardians who could recognise images also were able to work things out. Neither of them lives in London.

JN has only one scroll.

The keeper of the Knife scroll also gained another scroll consecutively. 

No one with an ‘S’ in their name lives in London.
This may be enough information for you – it may not – non-guardian-appointed questers may ask one question each – the person who is able to work out all of the facts and fill the chart in accordingly will be assigned the guardianship of the Horn – the final treasure and the one that unites the others – hence the task…
