Elliot J Hurst: The Antikytheran Mechanism, The pyramids, The Mayan Culture, all evidence of what was.
tipsila 1: indeed
Elliot J Hurst: Ah, how much more organized.
Elliot J Hurst: During the second destruction,
Elliot J Hurst: A large army formed, still quite aware of man's superhuman abilities.
Elliot J Hurst: They set out to take control of everything,
Elliot J Hurst: Thinking that the one who created all could eventually be overcome in a final battle,

Elliot J Hurst: The best weapon one can have against any entity or army,
Elliot J Hurst: is the concept of Love being the prime element.

Elliot J Hurst: Such is the importance in many of those existences of the Dew.
OriginalRedHatty:   the Dew?
Elliot J Hurst: Yes, the dew of the seas. It is what breathes life and understanding into all.
OriginalRedHatty:   okay
OriginalRedHatty:   thank you
MTKelvin07: Sounds very interesting. 
OriginalRedHatty:   so the lone warrior overcame the spy through the power of love
MTKelvin07: Do you know anything about a divination that you was apart of anything this week?
tipsila 1: what about the third destruction? what happened then?
Elliot J Hurst: Divination? I don't dabble in the occult.
MTKelvin07: Thank you@

Elliot J Hurst: The third destruction was like a domino effect to what exists now, human abilities lost, technology and power over inanimate objects grew.
Elliot J Hurst: The Pink Fairy Book may shed some light on what you wish to know as well,
Elliot J Hurst: if I could only remember where I keep it now..
OriginalRedHatty:   By Andrew Lang?
tipsila 1: i found it online
tipsila 1: what story?
Elliot J Hurst: The one which references the dew, perhaps.
tipsila 1: 
OriginalRedHatty:   The Water of Life
OriginalRedHatty:   the book is here for any who wish to read it http://www.gutenberg.org/dirs/etext04/pinkf10.txt
AngryBanana1125: hello all, sorry I'm late
Elliot J Hurst: Also, if you should take interest in biblical stories, Matt 7:15 may interest you.
Elliot J Hurst: Well, I must say, this is the most social interaction I have had in years.
OriginalRedHatty:   Beware of false prophets, who come to you in sheep's clothing, but underneath are ravenous wolves. 
OriginalRedHatty:   Mr. Hurst, please return to your thoughts on current fairy tlaes and how they relate to Gatewood
OriginalRedHatty:   well Fairy Tales and other literature
OriginalRedHatty:   DAHVORC
Elliot J Hurst: Well, where should I continue? There is so much within that subject... hmmm...
AngryBanana1125: Mr. Hurst....  I have always been a fan of Alice in Wonderland - such a beautiful story of fantasy.... what are your thoughts on that?

OriginalRedHatty:   in your talks with Sylvia, you mentioned how the tale of Red Riding Hood related to the origins of the curse on Gatewood, many of us have not heard that whole story, can you please share that
Elliot J Hurst: yes
Elliot J Hurst: It is about a young girl,
Elliot J Hurst: strong, her father a huntsman.
